We give up to three stars to the bridges according 
to their quality – one star for the basic beginner‘s 
model and three stars for the best student-model.

The stamp “Josef Teller 1891 Germany“ indicates 
the “Master“ quality, which are bridges for concert 
and soloist instruments.
The maple wood of these bridges has a very fine 
grain and strong medullary rays. We store them 
for a period of at least 10 years without using any 
artificial drying techniques.
We give up to three stars for this level of quality 
according to the density of their annual rings and 
the beauty of their medullary rays.
